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                                Potting up!
Every ELGT tour is, of course, 'English for Gardeners' but this programme offers practical seminars to help those unfamiliar or unsure with the language of the garden. Russell Page in his autobiography The Education of a Gardener wrote that the pleasure and appreciation of gardens develops over a lifetime. It is wise to begin well prepared. Using words to describe plants helps to identify them. The language of plant cultivation and propagation permits us to share advice and experience. Plant selection allows us to compose beautiful gardens. 

Over the week we develop a starter glossary of garden terminology to practice during visits to gardens of horticultural excellence and design. The goal is to generate the ability to satisfy personal curiosity by asking questions and also answering them. The mixed border, the walled kitchen garden and the garden centre will all help to expand course participants' knowledge of the English language used by professionals and amateurs alike.

Gardens to visit include Levens Hall, Tatton Park, Arley Hall and Bodnant in Wales. A joy to visit and each one a lesson in über gardening. A special, personal garden study tour based on communication and language experiences within the beautiful gardens of the North West.

Chatsworth has 450 years of gardening tradition yet it continues to develop on a contemporary front. Its wild garden has been refreshed by Dan Pearson after his gold medal winning homage to Chatsworth at Chelsea Flower show in 2015. Design Revolutionaries is the theme of the new RHS show. The first to be held in an historic park and garden where 'Capability' Brown, Paxton, Kent, and Damien Hirst are among the many names that feature in the story of the Devonshire family estate. The show aims to encourage and inspire future great design and designers with reference to the traditions of the past. During this week we will also look at the Art Garden designed by Sarah Price (of Olympic Park, London fame), for the Whitworth Art Gallery, in Manchester (opened 2016). At Trentham Park with Brown's impressive lake and Charles Barry's Italianate terraces there are stunning new parterres by Tom Stuart-Smith and borders by Piet Oudolf. Nigel Dunnet has introduced wildflowers as a tribute to Brown and a contemporary crowd pleaser. Arabella Lennox-Boyd's private garden is a poetic enhancement of place. Other gardens will be chosen to continue the theme of the new emerging from the traditional. June is very much the apotheosis of the English Garden. 
	ENGLISH LANDSCAPE GARDENS:'CAPABILITY' BROWN'S POSTERITY
August 6 to 13 2017
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How to transplant a mature tree

In 2017 our journey following the career of 'Capability' Brown examines his mature works. We also look at his influence on every aspect of landscape design up to the present day. 

English gardening in the 18th century produced Brown's vision of the smooth landscape park uniting sky, water and rolling green in a microcosm of creation. Chatsworth, Trentham and Harewood show his mature style and its integration of the landscape of culture into that of cultivation. Brown was followed by Humphry Repton with his famous 'Red Books'. Tatton Park is a fine example of his work. With industrial urbanisation it became necessary to develop public parks in towns.  The north of England is rich in this green philanthropy. Paxton, the Victorian renaissance man was a founder of several parks the most influential of which in Liverpool became the model for New York's Central park (not on our programme!). Our contemporary world is very much a built environment but thanks to historic landscape architects it is a designed environment punctuated with green oases.
